If you are reading this guide, you're pro-
bably in one of the towns of the Rioja
Alta Wine Route. Read on to learn more
of the history surrounding the world of
wine, and the social, monumental, eth-
nographic and economic changes brou-
ght about by this undeniable protagonist.

In this land, wine is legend and reality.
[t's no wonder that it homes the grea-
test number of centennial wineries in
the world. Large, small, monumental,
artisanal... as many wineries as gene-
rations have devoted their life to culti-
vating and making the wine that gives
the land its name. The historical winery
quarters, such as the one near the Haro
train station, wineries built underground
and ancient rock winepresses, present
in many of the towns, are proof of this.

In the towns on the route, you’ll
discover the unique history
surrounding the world of wine and
their unique features.

Although wine is the driving force of the
routes, visitors will also find other inte-
resting attractions detailed in this guide.

The Way of St James, which traverses
part of this land, is one of example, whe-

re pilgrims witness and experience the
remnants of this wonderful ancient past.

And perhaps, due to the nature of
this crossroads and melting pot

of cultures, people in these lands
are known for their hospitality and
generosity with visitors that have
come to learn more about their
culture and customs.

Another interesting path to travel is
the Romanesque Route, on the wes-
tern-most area, which harbours epic
monuments of a great cultural and he-
ritage value. Romanesque wasn't the
only style that left its mark in this area,
the legacy of Baroque, Gothic, Plateres-
que and Renaissance styles lives on in
civil and ecclesiastical buildings in these
towns. Of the six monasteries found on
this itinerary, five are still in use.

All'in all, visitors will feel their souls nou-
rished with the vast cultural and artistic
heritage; their bodies with the magnifi-
cent food and lodging establishments
on the way; and their spirit through the
relationships and conversation with the
locals. We invite you to step into this
land and enjoy an unforgettable expe-
rience.

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Our first itinerary is inspired by wine,
the star of this guide. Although it's
present in all the towns on this route,
we've drawn a simple and varied itine-
rary to these five towns.

The starting point of your visit doesn't
matter. If starting at Haro, stop by Barrio
de La Estacion (Railway Quarter), whe-
re you'll find the most important group
of centennial wineries in the world. The
quarter received its name for its proxi-
mity to the railway station, which facili-
tated the international expansion of the
product. Nowadays, these wineries pro-
duce renowned wines of excellent qua-
lity. It is possible to tour these carefully
restored facilities.

From here, move on to the rest of the
towns. In addition to their own unique
features, you'll find traditional wine
cellars and historic wineries, where
wine was produced and stored. Some
are even being restored for touristic
purposes.

Briones hosts an extraordinary wine
culture collection at the Vivanco fa-
mily museum. Ollauri is home to the
oldest winery in La Rioja. San Asensio
houses a district with more than 250
historic wineries that intercommuni-
cate through passages worth explo-
ring. Rodezno's must-see is a beau-
tiful preserved urban winemaking
ensemble.

Wine, driving force of this
route, has a special and
unigue meaning here.

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This itinerary wanders around towns to
showcase the magnificent variety and
styles found in the different historical
buildings.

Romanesque chapels and bridges, 14th
and 15th century ecclesiastic buildings,
ramparts and fortresses, and noble ma-
nors owned by the wealthy families of
old ages are a large part of the treasures
that visitors will find in these five towns.

Strolling around these towns is
enjoying the magnificent variety
and styles of its buildings.

In Casalarreina, the Dominican Monas-
tery of La Piedad is worth visiting. With
its Isabelline Gothic and Plateresque
styles, it was declared ‘Conjunto Histo-
rico’ (a conservation area) in 1975. This

town also is home to the church of San
Martin, the Pobes Palace and the Pala-
ce of the Constables of Castile. Two im-
portant 10th and 12th century buildings
inTirgo are the Monastery of Santa Ma-
ria and the Romanesque Church of El
Salvador.

Stroll down the narrow streets of Cuz-
currita de Rio Tirén, flanked by ashlar
buildings, and observe the strategic

orientation of its buildings. Then, visit
the majestic Velasco Castle.

Finish at Sajazarra where, after walking
around the quaint and beautiful old town,
you can see its impressive rampart (13th
c.), the medieval arch (the only one re-
maining of the initial four), and a unique
fully-restored 15th century castle.

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Cenicero has one of the longest wine
traditions in the area. In fact, a large part
of its economy is based on grape culti-
vating, wine making and its surrounding
industry. Centennial wineries and tradi-
tional wine cellars are scattered around
the town, and coexist with Celt, Iberian
and Roman archaeological sites, that
prove its long history.

Along this fourth route you'll visit Uru-
Auela, home of the church of San Ser
vando and San German, with four beau-
tiful wooden Rococo reredos.

Without leaving the vineyards you'll arri-
ve at Huércanos. Its wine production
cooperative showcases how important
wine is for the economy of its neigh-
bours. Don't miss the church of San Pe-
dro and the different manor houses in
the old town.

Then, the itinerary will take you to
Navarrete, the quintessential pot-
tery town, the only one remaining in
La Rioja. Tradition and connections
to pottery are displayed in the exis-
ting factories (most of them, from
the 1980s), as well as in art pieces,
such as the sculpture ‘Homenaje
al alfarero’ (A tribute to potters) by
the Riojan artist Oscar Cenzano. The
town also hosts the annual pottery
fair NACE.

In addition to this professional and eco-
nomic speciality that permeates the
town, Navarrete has incredible herita-
ge buildings from the 16th, 17th and
18th centuries with prominent heraldic
and iron fittings. Worth mentioning is
the cemetery entrance, in Late Roma-
nesque style, one of the few left in La
Rioja.

All the towns have
heritage jewels that
are worth seeing.

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Few valleys have the same patrimonial
wealth as the valley of the Cardenas ri-
ver. The itinerary starts at the main town
in the region, Najera, where you can
visit the Monastery of Santa Maria la
Real. Built by king Garcia Sanchez Ill and
finished in 1052, it's a mixture of Baro-
que, Late Gothic and early Renaissance
styles. Its royal mausoleum houses the
twelve graves of two different dynas-
ties (Abarcas and Garcia Ramirez). The
Cloister of the Knights is the burial site
of many noblemen.

The Yuso and Suso Monasteries
are World Heritage Sites and
the birthplace of the Castilian
language. The first words in this
language were written there.

From here, cross the towns of Badaran
and Berceo to reach San Millan de la
Cogolla. Its twin monasteries Yuso and
Suso were declared World Heritage Si-
tes and birthplace of the first words in
Castilian, written by the most famous

poet of the valley, Gonzalo de Berceo.
Suso (upper) was built on the site whe-
re eremites, disciples of Saint Emilian,
lived in the 6th century. Yuso (lower) was
an addition to Suso in the 11th century,
rebuilt during the 16, 17 and 18th centu-
ries. They're a mix of styles, mainly Re-
naissance and Baroque.

Few valleys have the same
patrimonial wealth and beauty as
the valley of the Cardenas river.

These impressive buildings hold great
treasures, such as a library still furnished
as at the end of the 17th century. The
library and the archive are considered
some of the best in Spain.

The itinerary ends at the Cistercian Ab-
bey of Canas, started in the 13th cen-
tury. Its main entrance was finished in
the 18th century. Some of the highlights
of this abbey are the church, the great
Renaissance reredos and the doorway
to the chapter house.

Centre as the starting point of this itine-
rary and a place to gather more informa-
tion. To get the most out of this region
of the Rioja Alta Wine Route, visit the
screenings, exhibits, stonework pieces
and educational workshop spaces.

The pilgrimage to Santiago
de Compostela allowed the
Romanesque to spread rapidly.

With the silence that dominates the
Romanesque style, head to the town
of Castilseco, where you can visit the
church of San Julidn, a small temple
with particularly beautiful nave and
chancel, with a semi-circular apse.

From there, stop at Villaseca, home of
the church of San Roman, the best and
most complete example of Romanes-
que from Santo Domingo de la Calzada.
It's a beautiful temple in Riojan Roma-
nesque style from the 12th century
with a wonderful apse. Under the main
square there is a necropolis with graves,
which may indicate that the cemetery
was located around a larger temple.

Continue on to Treviana to the chapel
of La Concepcion, a quaint unfinished
Romanesque building that was recently
restored. The ending point is Cuzcurrita
de Rio Tirén and its beautiful chapel of
Sorejana, built in the 13th century and
extended in the 16th century with three
Gothic sections. In 1981 it was declared
‘Bien de Interés Cultural’ (Cultural Inte-
rest Asset).
